At some point in every marathoner’s life, they should head to the country
where it all began: Greece. For it was here, in 490 BC, that the legendary

Pheidippides immortalised the 26.2-mile distance.

Probably you've heard the story: following the Battle of Marathon, in
which the Athenians defeated the Persians, the foot messenger
Pheidippides was sent back to Athens to give word of their famous
victory. He dutifully obliged, running 26.2 miles in the process and then

promptly dropping down dead.

To complicate matters, there’s another version of the story in which
Pheidippides had to run from Athens to Sparta - a journey that’s retraced
on the 153-mile Spartathlon - but let’s not get into all that. The marathon
started in Greece, and that’s where I headed in early November for the
Athens Marathon. Granted, I wasn’t actually running the full 26.2-mile
distance (the 10K option proved just too tempting) but I would, at least,
finish in the same place: the spectacular Panatheniac Stadium, which

hosted the first modern Olympics in 1896.
